Vintage Car Insurance, (do you know what you are paying for?) 
After a conversation with a friend who was unfortunate enough to have to make a 
claim on his Vero insurance, I was shocked to find out that contrary to my belief, my 
Vero insurance policy was not for ‗agreed value‘, it is in fact a ‗market value‘ policy.  
Only a few weeks ago I sold my MG A and purchased a 1946 Triumph 1800 roadster 
which I insured with Vero and was asked ‗how much do you want to insure the car 
for?‘ I was not given the option of type of cover, so assumed it was agreed value.  
NO, IT IS NOT. 
 

I rang Vero and discussed this point with them and was told that for it to be an 
‗agreed value‘ policy I would have to obtain a current valuation certificate from the 
Vintage Car Club which has to be sent to Vero who will then send me a quote.  Also 
to maintain this cover I will have to have the car re-valued every 2 years and the 
certificate has to be sent to Vero.  You also have to be a financial member of the 
VCC to have this cover. 
 

If like myself, you did not know about these conditions, you may find that your 
vehicles are only covered by a ‗market value‘ policy and if you have to make a claim 
your car may be valued at a much lower value then you imagined. 
 

It is worth checking your insurance policies, whoever you are insured with, to see just 
what you are paying for.

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1953 AJS 500cc Twin - Mike Arthur 

After almost 25 years this '53 basket case finally breaths life once again.  This was a 
major restoration project which has been one of those on again, off again, as time 
and money permitted.  Now retired, I have at last had the time to bring it to a 
conclusion. 
 
The bike has matching frame and engine numbers. It was completed and tested by 
the factory during June 1953 and supplied to agents ―Sadlers‖.  When first 
purchased it appeared that all the "big lumps" were there apart from the obvious, no 
seat, no front guard, no rear half back guard and no exhaust system.  However, 
once the restoration had begun it was discovered that many smaller items had been 
lost. 
 
At one time the bike had been converted to coil ignition, however my choice was to 
fit the traditional magneto and avoid potential battery problems.  The bike also came 
with the later Amal 376 Monobloc carburetor, which on inspection it was discovered 
that all the jets were the wrong size.  The clutch has given me the most grief but the 
kickstart was the first that had me scratching my head.  After a few initial kicks the 
kickstart would lock up, not something that I have encountered before.  I discovered 
that the cure was to remove one tooth from the kickstart quadrant.  This I did to the 
second tooth since the first one had already been ground down.  This action seemed 
to fix the problem but then after about thirty kicks it would jam again.  The decision 
was then made to replace the quadrant with a new one........end of story.  
 
The next challenge was the clutch, a four spring with no adjustment on the pressure 
plate. This meant that the pushrod had to be adjusted relative to the cam plate ie. 
the "standard" B52 pushrod was too long (slipping clutch).  This could be attributable 
to my using original steel clutch plates with new synthetic friction plates, but by 
skimming off a half millimetre at a time I finally had a clutch the functioned correctly. 
That is until I pulled the clutch lever in and an ominous "click" was heard in the 
gearbox.  This turned out to be the cam plate lifting beyond its acceptable point and 
not returning. This problem was caused by my using 1" center levers and solved by 
shortening the outer cable to create slack.  The bike hasn‘t done many miles as yet 
but is a pleasure to ride, starting first kick.

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Glimpses from the Last Century 

THE MOTOR-CAR - 1901 
The Carterton Observer thus refers to the motor-car recently on tour: A 
considerable number of people were on the look-out for the arrival of the first 
motorcar ever seen in Carterton yesterday, from about 2 p.m.  Shortly after four it 
made its appearance, coming at a fair rate of speed up High-Street, where a large 
crowd collected, when it was brought to a short halt near the Marquis Hotel.  The 
new machine resembles in some respects an open carriage without shafts, and is 
enticingly comfortable to look at.  It has seating accommodation for three persons, 
and can carry a quantity of luggage as well.  There is a good deal of vibration and 
the machinery makes considerable noise when in motion.   
 

It seems to be managed, and to run, with the greatest ease, and to attain a speed 
little short of that of an average railway train—at least on level road.  The car is on 
the gas-engine principle, 41/2hp, weighs between 700lbs and 800lbs., is controlled 
by foot-brake and hand-brake, and there is also a " throttle " whereby the driver can 
instantly stop the flow of the naphtha vapour, which is the motive-power.  The 
proprietor, Mr Oates, states that the car will run at any speed up to 18 miles an hour 
and on application of brakes and throttle, can be stopped in a distance equal to 
three times its own length.  It got over the Rimutaka Range without difficulty, but 
occupied a few hours longer on the journey than was anticipated.   
 
THE MOTOR CAR IN MEDICINE - 1902 
It‘s some time since we pointed out that when judiciously employed, the motor-car 
might prove of immense service in the treatment of consumption and certain other 
afflictions.  The Car now discovers that motor-car driving at a speed well up to the 
legal limit is specially suitable to those with consumptive tendency or those actually 
suffering from phthisis, and may be of service in cases of insomnia, "liverishness," 
anaemia, "colds in the head" and for "persons who are suffering from worry and 
require their thoughts to be carried into pleasing and interesting channels."  We 
hope that Buch-like foolish and reckless advocacy will not hinder the proper use of 
motor-cars in the treatment of disease.   
 

There can be no doubt that the motor-car provides a means of regulated and quiet 
locomotion which might prove of the greatest service to many invalids and 
convalescents.  We think many a hospital for the sick, institution for the crippled, 
and asylum for the mentally and physically feeble would do well to add a suitable 
motor-car to the general equipment. To the sanatoria for the phthisical poor a motor
-car would prove a most useful accessory.  When our hospital authorities have 
learned the wisdom of establishing country branches, the motor-car may be 
expected to solve many of the difficulties connected with the transit of patients, staff 
and stores.  Already medical men, the most conservative of mankind, are realising 
that in the motorcar they have the cheapest and most convenient form of carriage 
for all-round work.  But as with drugs, so with motors, there is much judgement 
needed in the selection. — Medical Press.  
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THE COST OF KEEPING A MOTORCAR - 1903 
Mr. Henry Norman, M.P., in the current World's Work discusses the cost of keeping a 
motor-car.  Some of the little cars much advertised are not to be recommended, but 
there are, we learn, at least four good ones on the market and they cost from £175 to 
£200.  Nothing could be simpler than their management and the man who cannot 
learn in a month all that needs to be known about the mechanism and care of the 
engine ought, Mr. Norman says, to push a perambulator.  Mr. Norman is optimist 
enough to think that before many years are over it will be thought merely foolish for 
either man or woman to boast, as so many do now, of their absolute inability to 
comprehend the simplest matter of mechanics.  A car of this kind, if taken care of, 
should sell for half its cost at the end of three years.  Taking the original price at the 
highest figure therefore, namely £200, the annual depreciation on three years would 
be £33 per annum.  Mr. Norman therefore holds that the ownership of a charming 
and efficient little car is possible for a total annual sum of £60; he even thinks it can 
be done for £50.  

Cars in Hamilton
