Another brilliant day in paradise - well, almost. Compared to New Year’s Eve, New
Year’s Day really was brilliant, with long fine periods between the showers. Sixty-
seven people met at Karapiro, cheerfully
paid their dues to the ever-smiling Reg and
Karyle Ridley, and headed off in twenty-nine
cars with instructions to get to Mangakino
by staying on roads to the west of the
Waikato River. Lush farmland eventually
gave way to forest, until we reached our
destination at the Lakeside Domain on Lake
Maraetai. Those who thought they were in
for a quiet and peaceful picnic lunch by the
lake were to be denied by the noise
generated by the annual speed-boat regatta
and the large crowd gathered to watch.
Still, it added a point of interest and helped to fill in the time before departure for our

cruise at 1 p.m.

Our “cruise ship” was the Otunui, New
Zealand’s oldest operating paddleboat,
which in earlier days plied the Whanganui
River for a living and led an eventful life.
After sinking in a flood in 1949 she was
rebuilt, only to be burnt to the waterline in
2003, so it was with a little trepidation that
we took our places aboard. The boat was
carrying the maximum number of
passengers, and we were warned by our
friendly captain that due to its shallow
draught, the boat was liable to capsize
unless the weight was evenly
distributed. The boat certainly listed
rather alarmingly while passengers were
finding their places, but luckily it righted
itself once everyone was seated and no-
one got wet!

We set off on the calm waters of Lake
Maraetai to the Mangakino Stream
where we turned in and headed
upstream under the swing bridge
supporting Te Awa (the great New
Zealand River Ride) and into a narrow :
gorge. Our trip was advertised as the “Lost World Cruise”, and it was an apt name,
as we seemed to be far removed in time and place from the everyday world. Sheer




vertical cliffs towered above us and the
tops of trees emerged from the water, still
growing on what had once been the river
bank before it was flooded during the
1950s by the construction of the hydro
dam. It was a magical experience. The
current became swifter as the gorge
narrowed to a width not much wider than
the length of the boat, as we wound

further upstream round blind corners
with the ship’s horn tooting. After all the
rain, the river was running brown and
high, and unfortunately prevented us
from reaching our destination of the
waterfall.

| have always had an interest in old MG’s after owning a 1936 MG PB when | was 18
years old. | first knew about our 1934 MG PA in the mid seventy’s when a close
neighbour Graham Porton purchased it from an Englishman, Thomas McNeilly, who
had imported the car into NZ in pieces.

This was the start of a long restoration by Graham and brother-in-law Ken Watson. |
remember watching progress with
keen interest as a new timber
framework and metal rear section
were completed. Graham
purchased many parts from Barry
Walker, the owner of the “Pre-war
MG Parts Centre” in Kent,
England. Barry used to live in the
Auckland area before heading
back to England, (info from Paul
Fussey who knew Barry). | have
also purchased parts from Barry
with only a five day delivery time
which is excellent. | have a letter
from New Zealand Motor
Corporation informing Graham that they no longer stock parts for the ‘34 MG owing
to the vehicles age - dated 13" June 1978.

Unfortunately, just before completion of the restoration Graham passed away from a
prolonged illness. Ken Watson and Julie Porton got the restoration completed in
1983 and the MG was reglstered with the plate number LJ4466. Julie and Ken used

- = the MG in several events including
two Pre-56 MG Rallies in Hastings
1985 and Hamilton 1989. The MG
was then put up on blocks in Julie’s
basement from 1990 until we were
the proud purchasers in 2002. |
have in my possession the English
registration paper with a list of all
the owners along with the English
number plate.




The specifications of the MG are interesting, being powered by an 847cc single
overhead cam cross flow engine producing 36H.P. Induction is by 2 - 17 S.U.
carburettors with no room for air filters. Brakes are 12” diameter mechanical and the
fly-off handbrake operates front and back wheels. The 19” centre-lock wire spoke
wheels are shod with 3.50/4.00 tyres which are not as wide as some motorbikes.
The large fuel tank holds 12 imperial gallons and | have a graduated wooden stick to
check the fuel level. When the bonnet is opened it exposes the foot well as well as
the motor. Graham had also reinstalled the spring and brake cable lubrication
system from oil nipples in the engine compartment.

Driving the MG is quite an
experience, with just 1.5 turns lock
to lock the steering is very direct. |
have found the best method is not
to grip the steering wheel tightly but
a light grip and it will drive down the
road in a reasonably straight line.
Also suspension is very hard and
you can tell when you have run over
a match stick. If you wanted to you
could pick up the matchstick without
moving out of the seat as you are
very close to the ground. They are
not called MG Midgets for nothing with just a 3’-6” track.

| do know that Vince Gabelich drove his MG PA from Hamilton to Christchurch in just
two days being a far braver man than me. Like most old cars we get plenty of waves
from passing motorists but surprisingly most from the young boy racers.

With a total production of just 2500 MG PA and PB types made, they are relatively
rare in New Zealand. Geoff Broadhead, the president of the MGCC (Auckland

‘ New Batteries Not Suitable For Older Vehicles \

Canterbury member and auto electrician Andrew McClintock explains the difference
between lead acid and calcium batteries.

There are two different types of battery technology available on the NZ market
today. When replacing batteries, it's important the correct type is fitted to match the
vehicle’s original specification.

The lead acid batteries we are familiar with are actually called a hybrid battery (lead
alloy plates with sulphuric acid). This type of non sealed vented battery is being
replaced in new cars with calcium/calcium batteries which use calcium lead alloy on
both the positive and negative grid. These maintenance-free batteries are better for
modern cars. They give off less gas when charged so can be sealed for life and
won’t need the electrolyte topping up. They also have a slow rate of standing
discharge, which increases the shelf life for the wholesaler and retailer.

The Christchurch manager of Century Yuasa says they have been supplying
calcium/calcium batteries for about 5 years without any problems except that if they
get to below half charged, older alternators and generators won’t charge them and
they need removing from the vehicle and charging with a special calcium/calcium
charger. They have only experienced this on town delivery trucks operating with
their lights on (short stop/start runs) - the batteries in these vehicles have been
replaced with deep cycle hybrid batteries imported specially from Australia.

According to Exide, older alternators (pre 1997) and generators won't charge
calcium/calcium batteries properly, and special chargers (14.2 volts plus) will be
needed - trickle chargers won’t work.

Most batteries on the NZ market are made in Asia, and according to most battery
retailers, only calcium/calcium batteries will be widely available in the future.
However, conventional hybrid batteries continue to be made in Australia, USA and
Europe, and there are no plans to stop making them. The good news is Exide, and
possibly others, will continue to import hybrid batteries, but it will cost more and the
choice of sizes may be reduced.

In the meantime, when you need to replace the battery for your older vehicle, be
sure to specify a hybrid (lead acid battery).
