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My 1929 Fargo - Carl Gaudin 

A typical car story – you find a wreck, drag it home, look at it for some time and 
wonder why.   Then you spend some years restoring it.   Well that‟s how it was for 
me when I found the 1929 Fargo on a farm in the Wairarapa many years ago.   Not 
an unusual body style but the Fargo marque is quite rare and the fact that it is from 
the Chrysler stable enticed me. 

 
The vehicle was in a sad state with no body work from the scuttle back and what 
was in front of the scuttle was rusty and bent. 
 
As with most restorations it has been stripped and rebuilt from the chassis up. 
Thankfully no real dramas, rebuilt diff, new bearings in the gearbox, full motor job, 
new radiator and shell repaired, new wooden spoked wheels built by Vern Jensen 
from Feilding and of course, 
new tyres. 
 
After writing to Chrysler 
Historical Department in the 
States and receiving much 
information and dimensions, 
a van style body was decided 
upon.   It appears that most 
export Fargo vehicles were 
shipped as a running chassis 
complete with guards, bonnet 
and scuttle.  The customer 
had to decide what body style

he required and have this built.   The remains of our one showed it to have had a flat 
deck put on it with a canvas driver‟s compartment. 
 
The body we built followed the dimensions that we received from the States.   The 
front doors are from a 1929 De Soto and had to be slightly modified.   The body, 
including the twin doors at the back, is of timber frame construction.  The covering of 
the body is marine ply and the paint is ordinary enamel.  The project took 4 years 
doing the bulk of the work myself. 
 
Fargo vehicles were first built by Chrysler in 1928.  First there was the half-ton 
delivery vehicle based on the 1928 Plymouth 4 cylinder and rated as a half tonner.  
In 1929 two new models were introduced.  
They were a half-ton model based on the De 
Soto running gear, and a three-quarter ton 
model based on the Chrysler 65 running gear.   
Our one is a half tonner. 
 
We were very fortunate to have the sign 
writing done by my cousin Tony Hill and the 
design is from the letterhead of my 
Grandfather‟s business in Wellington. 
 
How many are there in New Zealand?  I know of about 4 or 5 but there may be more.
