Having owned an early ‘50’'s Humber Super Snipe for a number of years, and after a
few walks with the petrol can, you soon become constantly aware of your fuel
consumption. The Snipe was replaced by a 1928 De Soto 4 years ago. We were
conscious that our fuel consumption had gone from terrible in the Snipe to not too
bad in the De Soto but had never worked out exactly how much better it was. An
economy run organised by lan Patton seemed like the ideal way to find out.

We all met at the Woodlands Café for a 10.00am start; the weather looked promising,
although there were indications that we may not be in for a ‘perfect’ day. Several
open cars were also on this run. lan issued our instructions and we were all off to fill
up at the Whitikahu Go Gas petrol station and to carry out a check on our speedo
mileage. We recorded our own mileage and then we were off for a pleasant drive
through the countryside. We drove through some really awesome scenery - native
bush, swamp lands, estuaries, a lake and farmland. The roads were all sealed which
made for a pleasant drive! We all met for lunch at the Kaiaua Fish and Chip shop and
spent a pleasant hour munching through fish and chips and homemade lunches.
Fantastic fish and well worth the wait! Towards the end of lunch the weather started
to cloud over and look very threatening. Apart from the odd quick shower though, we
were very lucky with the weather. After a quick stop at the Bird Lookout, we made
our way back to the Whitikahu Go Gas to refuel and note our fuel usage and total
mileage of the days outing.

Then it was back to the Woodlands Café for afternoon tea. lan very quickly
completed his calculations to establish everyone’s fuel consumption and the prize
giving proceeded. The distance recorded by each car ranged from 94 miles to 110
miles over the same roads travelled. The lowest consumption rate was Paul Clark’s
MG, at over 46 miles per gallon. The highest consumption rate was Colin & Loraine
Patterson’s Buick at 15 miles per gallon.

The winners and everyone who participated in the run were presented with Easter
egg prizes

Constantly driving to achieve an optimum fuel consumption was a lot harder than you
think. We did our best not to use the brakes, stay in top gear and use the accelerator
as little as possible. It was a bit of an art getting the speed right before a hill so you
go up and over without changing down!

The fuel consumption for the De Soto was over 28 miles per gallon, which was better
than we expected. This run was a most enjoyable and stress free day.

‘ The Whitcoulls Mini

1969 Australian Austin Cooper S Mk 2 called “Jessie”.

It is understood to be the last Cooper S to be placed in any International Rally, by
winning its Class in the 1976 Heatway Rally held in the South Island of NZ. The
owner/driver Denis Ogle was quick to point out that the win was in part due to the
weather and the toll it took on the other
competitors and while that might be true to a
certain extent | am sure that his driving played
an important part. Of the 98 starters, only 39
finished.

British Leyland sent Denis a letter congratulating
him on his Class win and stating the car would
no longer meet with FIA homologation by the| ..
end of 1976 and sent him the Regs for a Mini| s

1275 GT Clubman. -

DM 1035 (now WP4810) was originally
purchased new by the Dunedin City Council for
the princely sum of 840 pounds, where it was
destined to join three other Mini Cooper S on traffic patrol as “Q” cars. In service it
was found that Minis went out of tune too quickly, forever breaking exhaust systems
and engine mounts. So this car was put up for auction with 16 miles on her clock.
Jessie had come into the country unbadged. This is how she became an Austin (NZ)
and not an Australian Morris.

She was purchased by Leo Bennett, a MANZ steward, so her life as a race-car was
always on the cards. Denis Ogle remembers the car being at the track in Timaru.
He told me they used to swarm around this car (where he was a competitor at the
time). The second owner Ross Hudson, was a friend of Denis and later on, his
navigator.

Denis secured the Whitcoulls sponsorship in 1973 with another Mini. Unfortunately,
he crashed out of the 1973 Heatway in spectacular fashion but with the helicopter
coverage of the incident, Whitcoulls continued funding, maintaining it was the best
advertising they could get.

Denis’s girlfriend purchased Jess/e at 60160 miles and Diane was persuaded to let
Denis rally the car. At 74000 miles he did purchase it, competing in the Marlboro
Series, the 1975 Heatway finishing 32" the Pall Mall Rounds and the 1976
Heatway, Ashley Forest and Club competition before parting with her in 1978. His
navigator John Rothery, wrote pages of notes on the rallies he called ‘From the Hot
Seat’ which make interesting reading. He mentions Morrie Chandler driving his
Skoda backwards into a rocky bank on the first SS. Others such as Jim Donald, Neil
Johns, Blair Robson, Tony Baker and the winner Andrew Cowan from Scotland in an
Avenger.

# Sold on again to Trevor Barlow who
had competed in the 1997 Dunlop
Targa Rally. When we first saw the
# car it was stripped down again, the

event. Targa is a 6 day rally on
tarmac with about 10 special stages per day on closed roads. The route at that time
started in Auckland and ended in Auckland taking in Hamilton, Rotorua, Taupo,
Whakatane and Tauranga. A bargain was struck and we purchased the car on
condition Trevor and Rob enter Targa that October. We got the car repainted and
Trevor organised all the sponsors.

The following year, Rob and | did the Hamilton Car Clubs’ Waikato Tarmac rally as a
shakedown to the main event. We had not done an event together before so were
seeded last at 41. Imagine our surprise when at prizegiving that night we won Most
Improved Seeding up to 21st place.

We competed in the 1999 Targa event. On Day 3 our service crew did a motor and
gearbox changeover in a farmers shed in 90 minutes. We missed several stages,
only to rejoin for one stage before a 2 hour
lunch break. The camaraderie of the event
was great. We had a lot of fun. Back again
for the 2000 event. Unfortunately on Day 1
a top ball joint broke and we hit a strainer
post. The car was badly damaged.

It has taken some years to restore her back =
to new condition. Initially, a friend said he
could help but we were not impressed with - ¢
the result so we made a decision to give
her a full restoration. We had thought
about putting it back as the Whitcoulls car
the first time we painted her, but went back to it’s original Indigo Blue / white top.

Scott Benn at SIB Classics Panel and Paint did all the work. He started from
scratch. Scott sandblasted then cut out any rust, de-seamed and then redid all in
steel. He photographed his work as he went. One of our Mini Club friends, Chris
Teesdale put it all back together for us. Chris made up the fuel and brake lines. All
the parts under the car are all new. He put the motor back in and got the car
running again. He did a wonderful job.
